Oral Care for Cancer Patients

The broad array of topics that must be addresses when caring for the cancer patient will be covered in this course including both acute and chronic treatment induced complications. The dental management of these cases will be discussed with emphasis on thorough pretreatment evaluation, communication with the oncologists, prevention and treatment rinses, the timing of both dental care and extractions and the differentiation of resultant infections, as better understanding of this complex subject will give the dental professional the confidence needed to effectively care for these medically compromised patients.  In addition, the course will include a discussion on bisphosphonate osteonecrosis.
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
